Setting:  Where a story takes place.

Characters:  The people in the story.

Conflict:  The problem in a story.

Resolution:  The solution to a problem in a story.

Theme:  What the author wants to teach you; the author's message.  This pertains to Fiction books.  
Main Idea:  What the text is all about; explaining what the book is about in one sentence.
Supporting Details:  Facts that help explain the main idea

Prediction:  Making a guess about what you think is going to happen based on what you know.  

Visualizing:  Making a mental picture; Imagining what you are reading in your brain.

Connection:  Relating something you read to something about your self, another text, or in the world.

Schema:  Everything you know.  

Inferring:  Making guesses about what words mean in books or why things happen the way they did; putting together the author and illustrator's clues to figure things out that they don't come out and explain themselves.

Synthesize:  Pulling everything together when you read and putting it into your own words.
